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DISTRIBUTION AND RESERVATION OF SEATS
(A)Distribution of Seats
The seats shall be distributed as under:

1. All India Category including Haryana 15%
2. Bonafide Residents of Haryana 85%

70% of the seats earmarked for bonafide residents of Haryana will be reserved for the categories
mentioned at (B) below, as per State, Govt. policy and reamaining 30% seats will be filled m
amongst Haryana General category)

(B)Reservation of Seats for Bonafide Residents of Haryana

The seats shall be reserved for the categories as under:

(1)  Schedule Castes 20%

(i)  Backward Classes of Haryana 27% (16% for Block-A)
(Except Socially advanced person/& (11% for Block-B)
Sections (Creamy Layer)

(i11)) Special B.C. except socially advanced : 10%

persons/sections (creamy layer)

(iv)  Econimicaly Backward Persons in the :10%

General Category
(v)  Diftferently Abled Persons 03%

(1% Blind or low vision, 1% Hearing impaired, 1% Locomotive disability or cerebral
Palsy) If the seats reserved for physically handicaped persons remain vacant due to
nonavailability of suitable handicapped candidates, it may be offered to ex-serviceman
and their wards (1%) and dependents of freedom fighters (1%).

(vi) 3% horizontal reservations will be given to Ex-servicemen/Freedom Fighters and their
dependants by providing reservation within reservation of 1% of general category, 1%
out of schedule castes and 1% from Backward classes category. As far as block

allocation 1 Block A and B of Backward classes category is concerned, year wise
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rotational system will be adopted. For example, if Block 'A" of Backward classes is
given seats in the academic year 2014, the next Block i.e. 'B' Block of category of
Backward classes will be given seats in the next academic year 2014, the next block 1.e.
'B' block of category of Backward classes will be given seats in the next academic year
1.e. 2015 and so on. The Colleges/Institutes shall maintain the record for the purpose.

(vil) Candidates who have passed their qualifying examination from a University in the

State of Haryana will be deemed to be Residents of Haryana. and will not be required to
submitcertificates of bonafide resident of Haryana.

( C) Guidlines for Reservation :

1.

The Reservation of seats is as per the Reservation Policy of the Haryana Govt. and is
subject to any change/amendment made by the Sate Govt. From time to time.

It the reserved seat(s) of BC Block-A remain vacant, these will be filled up from BC
BlockB and vice-versa. The vacant seats of SC category will not be converted into general
seats.

Certificate of SC category and the Backward Class (Block 'A' & 'B'), Special Backward
Classes (SBC) and Economically Backward Persons in the General Castes Category (EBP)
to be submitted by the candidates on the prescribed proforma alongwith the Admission
Form. The BC candidates (Block 'A' & 'B') and Special Backward Classes for benefit of
reservation shall also have to furnish an affidavit to the effect that he/she is not covered
under the criteria of creamy layer. The said affidavit shall be furnished both by the father
and mother of the candidate issued during the current year.

. If a candidate of Haryana General, SC, BC, SBC and EBPG category also apply for

Differently Abled/ESM/DFF category will be considered first for Haryana General, SC,
BC, SBC, and EBPG category.

. Dependents of Freedom Fighters of Haryana are required to submit a certificate from the

concerned Deputy Commissioner.

Only candidates having permanent disability of not less than 40% (being otherwise fit for
admission to the course) will be considered for admission. Differently Abled Disability
Certificate must be from the Chief Medical Officer of the concerned District.

. Ex-serviceman and their wards of Haryana are required to submit the certificate form the

concerned District Soldier Board.



8. All the eligible candidates whether form Haryana or from Reserved Categories may also
compete for seats allocated under All India Category. The candidates of reserved
categories should be considered first for Haryana General Category seats.

9. If the number of seats in any particular category is not a round figure 0.5 above will be
taken as one and less than 0.5 shall be ignored.

10.Under physically handicapped category at least one candidate will be admitted, even if, the
share is less than 0.5 seat.

11.The seats remaining vacant under various reserved categories other than the SC category
shall be converted into General category only if upto the day of display of final list no
candidate belonging to reserved categories is available for admission.

12. The person who claims benefit of reservation under other categories shall not be
entitled to claim benefit of reservation in the category of Economically Backward Person
in the General Castes category.

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SCHOLARSHIP SCHEMES

Scholarships are offered to deserving and needy students to encourage them to take up Higher education. This
incentive falls in line with the motto of Higher Education of the State: Access, Equity and Quality. Generation
makes Nation. Brief notes regarding such schemes are given below:-

1. POST MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP TO THE STUDENTS BELONGING TO SCHEDULED CASTES
AND SCHEDULED TRIBES
The scheme was instituted to provide financial assistance to the SC/ST students studying at post matriculation

stage to enable them to complete their education. The students whose parents/guardians annual income is Rs. 2.50
lac or below are given scholarships in the range of Rs. 300/- p.m. including reimbursement of maintenance

allowance, tuition fee, exam fee and other fund.
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2 POST MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP FOR WELFARE OF BACKWARD CLASSES
The Scheme was instituted to promote education among students of Haryana domicile belonging to Backward

Classes. This scheme provides a stipend and reimbursement of tuition fee and examination fee to those BC
students whose parent’s/guardian’s annual income from all sources is Rs. 1,50,000/- at present as per the
guidelines of the social welfare department the eligible students are given only maintenance allowance. Only
maintenance allowance as per rates given below:-

Day Rs. 210/- p.m. for 10 months for fresh
Scholar for 12 months for renewal

3. CONSOLIDATED STIPEND SCHEME FOR THE WELFARE OF SCHEDULED CASTE
STUDENTS PURSUING HIGHER EDUCATION IN GOVT. COLLEGES OF HARYANA.
Under this scheme a stipend of Rs. 1000/- P.M for twelve months and an additional amount of Rs. 500/- P.M for

twelve months to those S.C Students who are availing hostel facility has been given through electronic transaction

4. PROVIDING BOOKS TO SC STUDENTS OF GOVT. COLLEGES.
Under this scheme an amount of Rs. 2000/- P.A. for purchasing books, is given to the deserving SC students. The
payment has been made through electronic transaction.

5. MERIT SCHOLARSHIP TO UNDER GRADUATE GIRL STUDENTS

It has been instituted in order to attain the national goal in making all our efforts to provide good education and
bringing women in the mainstream of the society. The 10 topper girl students who after passing 10+2 class with at
least 60% marks are studying in any Govt. institution pursuing general degree courses are awarded under the
scheme. The amount of the scholarship awarded has been Rs. 3000/- per college per student annually.

6 HARYANA STATE (MERITORIOUS INCENTIVE SCHEME) SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME
Under the scheme the male students (general category), female students (general category) and both male and

female students (S.C. category) are given fixed annual scholarship based on their position/performance in Annual
University Examination, in graduate classes at college level. The students who stand first in the Merit have been
given Rs. 5000/- p.a., Second Rs. 3000/- p.a. Third 2000/- p.a.

7. HARYANA STATE MERITORIOUS INCENTIVE SCHEME FOR THE STUDENTS WHO ATTAIN
MERIT POSITION IN CBSE ANNUAL EXAMS.
The objective of the Scheme is to encourage the Meritorious Students who attain Top position in CBSE annual

exams, by giving them a substantial amount as a motivating incentive. Under this Scheme two students (one boy
& one girl student) are given annual Incentive based on their Merit position/performance in Haryana State in
annual examination of 12" of CBSE every year. Under this scheme the topers (1 Girl and 1 Boy) of 12" are
awarded the actual fees paid by him /her upto Rs. 1,00,000/- p.a. respectively.

8. STIPEND SCHEME FOR THE WELFARE OF GRAND CHILDREN OF FREEDOM FIGHTERS.

In this scheme Rs.2000/- P.A. for books and a stipend of Rs. 1000/- per month for twelve months are given to all
such students.

9 STATE MERIT SCHOLARSHIP

This scheme provides an award to the students on the basis of Board/University merit. Detail of Rate of
scholarship is as under:-

At Graduate level 300/- per month for the whole year

This scheme has benefited 500 students on the basis of 10+2 examination and 205 students on the basis of TDC-
[II university examination.

10 LOWER INCOME GROUP (NON-PLAN)

This scheme was initiated with the aim of reaching out to the economically weaker sections of the society i.e. low
income group students who without the financial support provided by the Government would not be in a position
to pursue higher studies. The students whose parents/guardian’s annual income limit is Rs. 12,000/- or less than it
are covered in this scheme. Under this scheme a stipend of Rs. 27/- P.M., Tuition Fees, Exam Fees and other

funds is given to the students.

Provided that in case a candidate who is allowed late admission as a result of any
change in the rules/admission policy made by the University, the lectures shall be counted from
the date of admission or from the eleventh day of the date on which the decision to change the
rules or admission policy is taken, whichever is earlier.

If a student remains absent from the class for continuous for 6 days or 14 days in a month
his/her name will be struck off from the college roll and his/her parents will also be informed. Re-
admission of such students is allowed only once in a Semester with in 15 days from the date of
name struck off.
